Main tasks

1. To provide an age appropriate curriculum for Welsh based on an
understanding of the Steiner Waldorf language curriculum.

2. To plan and prepare and deliver Welsh lessons to classes 1 to 8.

3. To plan an annual scheme of work.

4. To maintain good classroom behaviour to ensure learning objectives of
the class and the provisions of the School’s Health and Safety policy are
met.

5. To record pupils progress and write short annual reports.

6. To liase with the SENCO and class teacher as appropriate.

7. Be aware of school’s policies, procedures and Health and Safety
documents.

8. To attend INSET training days as required.
